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Preface
This guide was created as part of a Wood Badge project intended to educate and guide the scouts and
parents, especially new scouts and scout parents of BSA Troop 70. It is intended to be continuously
updated to provide new information to scouts and scouters and answer frequently (or even not so
frequently) asked questions. There are so many acronyms and terms used in scouting that those who are
familiar with them often forget that new scouts and parents are unfamiliar with the jargon. Hopefully this
guide can shed some light on some of those mysteries.
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Chapter 1 Welcome
How can we help you? How can you help us?

our troop. The new scouts adapt quickly and are soon on their way to fitting

into the troop, learning essential scout skills and climbing that advancement

ladder. The biggest adjustment, though, may be for the scout’s parent. Things
operate very differently in our troop than the scout pack you came from. We hope you
will come to understand the way we do things and how we would like you to be a
contributing member of our troop. The troop is very fortunate to have strong parental
involvement and highly trained leaders. Our hope is that you, parent and scout, will grow
with us and help us in adult and youth leadership.

O ften there is such a huge adjustment whenever a cub scout crosses over into

This guide will help you understand some of the workings of troop 70, provide you with
some thoughts and give you resources to help you along. This guide is not static. It is
expected to change and grow with inputs from parents, leaders and scouts. New parents
are an especially valuable resource in improving this guide. If there is something you’ve
never heard before or an idea that is confusing, let us know. If you have a question about
it, chances are, many other people do too.

How to be Successful in the Troop.

You ate a Boy Scout now. That’s a big leap from Cub Scouts. In Cub Scouts you had so
many people looking out for you, helping you to advance and to grow. In Boy Scouts
you will face many new challenges and be expected to accept new responsibilities. One
of the biggest challenges facing you is taking responsibility for your advancement. There
will be a lot of scout skills you learn from older boys and perhaps even boys your own
age. Sometimes adults will be teaching these skills. Instruction will be provided but you
are responsible for making sure you have mastered these skills and can demonstrate
them. You will coordinate getting your handbook signed off. You will sign up for
Scoutmaster conferences and boards of review when it is time for you to advance. In
Cub Scouts your parents lead you along the way. Now that you are a Boy Scout, you will
be leading yourself, and then eventually leading other boys.

You are a Boy Scout Parent. There are many paths you can choose. Some parents drop
off their sons in the parking lot and pick them up a few hours later. Some hover over
their sons ensuring that they are successful, behave and make no mistakes. The most
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successful boys have parents who are involved in the troop, yet allow the boys to lead
themselves, to allow them to make mistakes and to allow them grow.

Boy Lead is not Just a Dream

Our troop is boy lead. The adults serve as advisors and chauffeurs and ensure safety if
necessaty. The boys do the yearly and monthly planning, choose locations for camping,
choose service projects and determine the goals of the troop. They run troop and Patrol
Leaders’ Council meetings. They organize and lead service projects.

The troop operates on the patrol method. We currently have three patrols. Each of these
patrols has a patrol leader elected by the patrol. They report to the senior patrol leader
who is elected by the entire troop. On campouts, each patrol independently does their
own meal planning, shopping and cooking. Fach patrol has their own area of the
campsite. The adults form their own patrol and have their own area of the campsite. The
activity planned for the trip, though, is sometimes performed by the entire troop.

You are new. You have a lot to learn. Before long you will be one of the older scouts
and be leading this troop. You are our future. We want you to be prepared. You can do
great things.

courtesies, manners and etiquette that is not written down. These unwritten

rules sometimes are confusing. Knowing the rules makes it easier. Scouts and
Scouters have offered the following “rules” to follow. Some of these rules are common
sense, some are etiquette, some are rules that we follow even though we haven’t written
them down. Here are comments from scouts and adults without editing. The scouts’
unwritten rules affect how they interact with each other. These rules should be updated
from time to time with additions, deletions and modifications.

It’s OK to ask for help.

Accept your nickname

You can impeach your elected leaders if they are not doing their job.

Adu It s Bnwritten Rules

Interestingly, most of the unwritten rules submitted by adults concerned the roles and
actions of adults rather than the actions of the boys or the troop.

*

If your son is the grubmaster, allow him to shop with as little guidance as
possible. New scouts will need more guidance. Older scouts should need none.

No smoking in front of the boys.

Your son is just another scout that the Patrol Leader and Senior Patrol leader is
responsible for. Allow them to lead and correct themselves. You are on the
camping trip as an adult leader, not as a parent.

If you come on a camping trip you are expected to camp in a tent.
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Do not hesitate to intervene for safety reasons unless the boys are already
handling it appropriately.

Do not caravan to the campground.
Maintain a positive attitude.

Post camping pics to Facebook. It allows the parents to be better connected to
the troop.

Camp as often as you can.

Clear announcements at troop meetings with the SPL.

Allow the Senior Patrol Leader to run the PLC with little to no interruption.
Don’t talk down to the boys.

Failure is an option.

No profanity or inappropriate language.

Volunteer for something that needs to be done at the troop. The committee
chair can let you know what is available.
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Chapter 3 Camping

hat happens on a camping trip? If you have never been on a troop camping

trip, you might have very little idea of what’s going on. Each camping trip is

unique in its own way. Most camping trips, though, follow a basic routine

set of tasks that the senior patrol leader coordinates. The best way to
understand this is by going on a few camping trips and see how independently the boys
perform their duties. One of the tasks in this chapter is to explain that routine.

Camping Map

Troop 70 camps in 4 different states. Most of the sites are identified by push pins on the
following map.
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Camping Trip Tasks

Here are the normal chain of events that go into the execution of a camping trip. The
camping locations and dates for the year were set at the annual planning meeting held in
August.

Three weeks prior: Planning begun for the camping trip. A grubmaster is chosen and
a menu is developed. Money is collected from those going on the trip.

Two weeks priof: Last chance for money to be collected

Two days before trip grubmaster buys groceties and does any pre-preparation

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Types of Camping Trips

Tent Camping

Most of the camping the troop will be doing will be in tents.
The scouts sleep in troop tents and the adults normally bring
their own tents. Adults are free to borrow a troop tent for
camping if there are extras

At times the troop will be sleeping in
Adirondack type shelters instead of tents.
They are three sided shelters with platforms
for sleeping,.

Frostbite Camping

Troop 70’s January camping trip is called its Frostbite
camping trip. The troop normally camps in
Adirondack shelters. It is extremely important to have
the correct gear for this trip.

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Canoeing

The gear required for a canoeing trip depends on if the trip
will be a day trip, an overnight trip or a multi-day trip.

For a day trip, the troop will normally camp at a
campground and rent canoes from a canoe outfitter. The
troop sets up camp on Friday night, has breakfast Saturday
morning, launches canoes in the morning, stops for lunch
somewhere on the river and then finishes the trip sometime
in the afternoon.

For an overnight trip, the troop will could camp at a

campground and rent canoes from a canoe outfitter. The troop sets up camp on Friday
night, has breakfast Saturday morning, launches canoes in the morning, stops for lunch
somewhere on the river and then later stops to set up camp and eat dinner on the river.
On Sunday, the troop finishes the trip sometime in the morning,

Hiking

Backpacking

The troop often hikes on the camping trips. Most of these
hikes are on easy to moderate trails. It is important to
remember that, if there is, or was precipitation, the trails will
be muddy and the scout probably will get wet. Always have a
second pair of footwear and plenty of socks. It also is handy
to have a few small shopping bags. In case your boots get wet,
you can dry your feet, put on dry socks, put your feet in the
plastic bags and then put on your wet boots. Your feet should

stay dry.

The troop sometimes has a backpacking trip. The older
scouts will normally use full backpacks (not day packs) and
sleep out on the trail. They will bring, as a patrol, all their own
food and gear to prepare their meals, including clean up. They
sleep in sleeping bags under a tarp instead of tents. Water is
collected from streams and purified using either a water
purifier or by boiling. The younger scouts will do a day hike.
They take day packs and cook a lunch on the trail. The
younger scouts will camp in a campground in tents.
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Unless told otherwise, a camping trip that involves biking will
be in conjunction with a tent camping trip. Scouts will leave
from the campsite and ride together over a previously agreed
upon course. Specific mountain bikes or road bikes are not
required. The troop might decide to do a multi-day trip,
camping along the trail. Arrangements might be made to

move troop and personal gear rather than carry it on the
bikes.

The Survivor camping trip is performed as part of a cabin
camping trip. This trip is loosely patterned around the
television show “Survivor,” as a test of scout skills necessary
up to and including first class rank, but all scouts participate.
There are also questions about troop history. A scout can
prepare himself by knowing the information in his scout
handbook. There is also a scouting skills board game to test his knowledge. It is a game
with a purpose.

Wilderness Survival

The purpose of this camping trip is to help scouts earn their
wilderness survival Merit badge. The scouts will sleep in tents
on Friday night. On Saturday the scouts will receive instruction
and participate in wilderness survival activities. They will build
natural survival shelters and sleep in them on Saturday night.

The May camping trip is normally aligned with the Mid
Atlantic  Scout Orienteering Championship (MASOC)
coordinated by the Delaware Valley Orienteering Association
(DVOA). This has been held at French Creek State Park in

Pennsylvania.

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Beach Camping

The troop sometime camps near or on a beach, such as Cape
Henlopen or Assateague. Due to the harsh sun it must be
emphasized that the necessity that the use of sunscreen is
paramount on this trip.
